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óT he sole Church of Christ [is that] 

which our Savior, after His Resur-

rection, entrusted to Peterôs pastoral care, 

commissioning him and the other apostles 

to extend and rule it. é This Church, con-

stituted and organized as a society in the 

present world, subsists in (subsistit in) the 

Catholic Church, which is governed by the 

successor of Peter and by the bishops in 

communion with himò (Lumen Gentium). 

In fact it is the ministry of Peter (the 

pope), as the sole universal Vicar of Christ, 

to provide for unity of the Church. How-

ever, due to manôs sinfulness [including 

even sometimes, historically, the popeôs] 

this unity is damaged, injured and betrayed. 

For this very reason, Pope Benedict XVI, 

reflecting on the above statement from Lu-

men Gentium, emphasized that the true 

Church of Christ was actually much smaller 

than the visible Church on earth. That is, 

there are many who outwardly appear to be 

members of the Church but have separated 

themselves by grave and, many times, unre-

pentant behaviors. 

The most grave of sins against unity in the 

Church are: heresy, apostasy and schism. 

Heresy. In the Roman Catholic Church, 

heresy has a very specific meaning, defined 

by canon law as, ñAnyone who, after re-

ceiving Baptism, while remaining nomi-

nally a Christian, pertinaciously denies or 

doubts any of the truths which must be be-

lieved with Divine and Catholic faith, is a 

hereticò (Canon 1325, paragraph 2). Accord-

ingly, four elements must be verified to 

constitute formal heresy: previous valid 

Baptism, which need not have been in the 

Catholic Church; external profession of still 

being a Christian, otherwise a person be-

comes an apostate; outright denial or posi-

tive doubt regarding a truth which the 

Catholic Church has actually proposed as 

revealed by God; and the disbelief must be 

morally culpable, where a nominal Chris-

tian refuses to accept what he knows is a 

doctrinal imperative. 

Objectively, therefore, to become a heretic 

in the strict canonical sense and be excom-

municated from the faithful, one must deny 

or question a truth which is taught not 

merely on the authority of the Church but 

on the word of God revealed in the Scrip-

tures or sacred tradition. Subjectively a per-

son must recognize his obligation to be-

lieve. If he acts in good faith, as is the case 

with most persons brought up in non-

Catholic surroundings, the heresy is only 

material and implies neither guilt nor sin 

against faith, though it precludes actual 

membership in the Catholic Church. 

Apostasy. The total rejection by a baptized 

person of the Christian faith he once pro-

fessed; entirely giving up the Christian Faith. 

Schism. A willful separation from the 

unity of the Christian Church. (Heresy, by 

its nature, refers to the mind and is opposed 

to religious belief, whereas schism is funda-

mentally volitional and offends against the 

union of charity.) A schismatic, according 

to Church law, is a person who, after re-

ceiving baptism and while keeping the 

name of Christian, pertinaciously refuses to 

submit to the Supreme Pontiff or refuses to

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What is Church music? ð Part 4  

I   ended last weekôs installment with the question, ñWas it improper to sing óGo 

Tell it on the Mountainô in the Catholic 

Church?ò Okay. Since we actually did sing 

this song as the opening hymn two weeks 

ago, I venture you have already guessed 

that I think itôs acceptable to sing such mu-

sic in church. Now here is my reason why: 

All music, as we noted in Part One of this 

series, is composed of melody and rhythm. 

folk, pop and art music each make use of 

them, but each genre emphasizes them to 

different degrees. There are distinctions that 

we can make between art, popular and folk 

music, and one of those distinctions is the 

priority of rhythm verses melody. Popular 

music prioritizes rhythm over melody, and 

the drum beat is a conspicuous element. Art 

and folk music are more typically geared 

toward melody and harmony. 

Another distinction is subject matter or 

text. Popular music is, almost by definition, 

worldly and often profane. In all fairness, 

art and folk music can also be profane. (Iôm 

thinking of Carl Orffôs ñCarmina Buranaò 

as an example of profane art music, and a 

sea chanty like ñBlow the Man Downò as 

an example of folk.) But art and folk music 

are not, by definition, worldly or profane as 

is pop music. 

In the case of ñGo Tell it on the Moun-

tain,ò we have an example of folk music 

that is clearly Christian in subject. It does 

not over-emphasize rhythm, and it has a very 

pleasant and sing-able melody. While it is 

clearly a folk song, it makes generous use of 

art music elements; and we emphasize this 

art music characteristic in the way we sing it 

at Holy Rosary ð with dignity and a rever-

ent mind toward Whom we sing it.

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Moments of Mercy: January 2016  

When we think about pilgrimages, we proba-

bly think about medieval people walking great 

distances to awe-inspiring churches. Yet, Pope 

Francis describes what is at the heart of pil-

grimage and encourages us to each make one 

during this Jubilee of Mercy. He writes that ñlife 

itself is a pilgrimage, and the human being is a 

viator, a pilgrim traveling along the road, mak-

ing his way to the desired destinationò ( MV, no. 

14).  

Pope Francis encourages each of us to 

make a pilgrimage to the Holy Door in our dio-

cese some time during this Jubilee of Mercy. 

Being committed to the journey of pilgrimage 

helps us focus our attention on our spiritual 

journey and walk closer with God. Similarly, 

our daily journey to live out the mercy of God 

ñis also a goal to reach and requires dedication 

and sacrificeò (MV, no. 14).  

1.With your family or a parish group, plan a 

pilgrimage to the Holy Door within your dio-

cese for some time during this year.  

2. Each day, give yourself one small goal of 

mercy, compassion, and love to journey to-

ward ð for example, being kind to a difficult 

coworker ð so that, by those actions, you are 

able to walk closer to God on the pilgrimage 

of Christian life.

J esusô attitude is striking: we do not hear the words of scorn, we do not 

hear words of condemnation, but only words of love, of mercy, which 

are an invitation to conversation. ñNeither do I condemn you; go, and do 

not sin again.ò Ah! brothers and sisters, Godôs face is the face of a merci-

ful father who is always patient. Have you thought about Godôs patience, 

the patience He has with each one of us? That is His mercy. He always 

has patience, patience with us, He understands us, He waits for us, He 

does not tire of forgiving us if we are able to return to Him with a contrite 

heart. ñGreat is Godôs mercy,ò says the Psalm.

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associate with those who are subject to him. The 

two factors, submission to the Pope and associa-

tion with persons subject to him, are to be taken 

disjunctively. Either resisting papal authority or 

refusing to participate in Catholic life and wor-

ship induces schism, even without further affilia-

tion with another religious body. Like heresy, 

schism is formal and culpable only when the obli-

gations are fully realized. 

Christ always gives His Church the gift of 

unity, but the Church must always pray and 

work to maintain, reinforce and perfect the 

unity that Christ wills for her. This is why Je-

sus Himself prayed at the hour of His Passion, 

and does not cease praying to His Father, for 

the unity of His disciples: ñThat they may all 

be one. As you, Father, are in Me and I am in 

You, may they also be one in us, é so that the 

world may know that You have sent Me.ò The 

desire to recover the unity of all Christians is a 

gift of Christ and a call of the Holy Spirit 

(Catechism of the Catholic Church, No. 820). 

For the Church to achieve the unity desired by 

Christ this side of heaven, certain things are re-

quired of us, the Church: 

¶  Ongoing renewal and growth in virtue of all 

her members; 

¶  Conversion of heart and minds of all the faith-

ful; ñtry to live holier lives according to the Gos-

pelò;  for it is the unfaithfulness of the members 

to Christôs gift which causes divisions; 

¶ Prayer in imitation of Christôs prayer for unity; 

¶  Growth in charity expressed in fraternal charity; 

¶  Dialogue and collaboration among Christians 

of different churches and ecclesial communions 

to achieve the above amongst all those who pro-

fess faith in Christ.

Peter & Paul in Indianapolis, and director 

of liturgy for the Archdiocese of Indian-

apolis. He has also served as director of 

alumni relations, assistant to the president-

rector and associate dean of formation 

(college) for Saint Meinrad.
