W atching the news and reading the headlines, 

we may feel helpless seeing the heartbreak-

ing lack of respect for human life. How do we re-

spond when our efforts seem small in the face of the 

culture of death?  

To understand more fully how to defend and pro-

tect human life, 

we must first 

consider who we 

are, at the deepest level. God creates us in His image 

and likeness, which means we are made to be in lov-

ing relationship with Him. Changing the culture is a 

process of conversion that begins in our own hearts. 

The knowledge and realization of how deeply we 

are loved by God elicits a response of love that simul-

taneously draws us closer to Him and, at the same 

time, impels us to share his love with others. As 

Christians, our identity and our mission are two sides 

of the same coin; like the apostles, we are called to be 

missionary disciples. This doesn't necessarily mean 

quitting our jobs or moving to foreign countries. For 

most of us, our mission field is daily life. 

We often measure ourselves by false standards: by 

what and how much we do, our successes or failures, 

how others treat us, the degree of our pleasure or in-

dependence, etc. And when these changeable substi-

tutes prove to be insufficient, or when we are faced 

with challenges and suffering, we may feel helpless, 

alone, or abandoned; we may be tempted to think our 

lives have decreased value or worth. But Godôs 

loveðpersonal, real, unchangingðis the true source 

of our worth, identity, and dignity. It really is not a 

question of who we are, but rather whose we are.  

When someone is facing great trials, we need to 

meet them where they are, walk with them on their 

journey, intercede for them, and be open to sharing 

Christ's love however he directs. 

When a woman becomes pregnant, and her boy-

friend threatens to leave if she continues the preg-

nancy, we need to lovingly walk with her. When par-

ents of young children need a break, we need to con-

sider how we can help and act on it. When family 

members or friends become seriously ill, we need to 

assure them that God still offers them something in 

this life, and they still have purpose. We need to con-

sistently be with them every step of the way. 

Our lives are often changed by the witness of oth-

ers; so too, others' lives may be changed by our wit-

ness and authentic friendship with them. Sometimes 

our actions speak for themselves; other times, words 

are needed. Whatever the situation, Jesus knows how 

to speak to each personôs heart; we simply need to 

follow where He leads.  

Let us go, therefore, and not be afraid. God is al-

ways with us.

How to build a culture of life: a process that begins in our own hearts  

T his past week saw the 50th anniversary of the 

papal encyclical Humanæ Vitæ (ñOn Human 

Lifeò) issued July 25, 1968, by Bl. Pope Paul VI. 

Daniel Cardinal DiNardo, archbishop of Galveston-

Houston and president of the United States Confer-

ence of Catholic Bishops, released the following 

statement to commemorate this milestone:  

Fifty years ago, today, Bl. Paul VI issued the 

encyclical Humanæ Vitæ. In it, he reaffirmed 

the beautiful truth that a husband and wife are 

called to give themselves completely to each 

other. Marriage reflects the love of God, which 

is faithful, generous and life-giving. Through 

their vocation, spouses cooperate with God by 

being open to new human life. 

Bl. Paul VI, who bore the criticism of Hu-

manæ Vitæ with charity and patience, coura-

geously affirmed that when we love as God 

designed, we experience true freedom and joy. 

He has also been proven correct in his warn-

ings about the consequences of ignoring the 

true meaning of married love. 

On this anniversary, I encourage all to read 

and prayerfully reflect upon this encyclical, 

and be open to the gift of its timeless truths. 

We wait in joyful anticipation for the canoni-

zation of Paul VI in October.

As soon as Supreme Court Justice Anthony 

Kennedy announced his retirement, pro-

abortion groups began lobbying the U.S. Sen-

ate to reject any nominee who does not prom-

ise to endorse Roe v. Wade. While the U.S. 

Conference of Catholic Bishops does not sup-

port or oppose the confirmation of any presi-

dential nominee, we can and should raise grave 

concerns about a confirmation process which is 

being grossly distorted by efforts to subject 

judicial nominees to a litmus test of support for 

Roe v. Wade. And we must pray.  

Each Friday, from Aug. 3 to Sept. 28, I urge 

all people of good will to join me in prayer that 

this change in the U.S. Supreme Court will 

move our nation closer to the day when every 

human being is protected in law and welcomed 

in life. The USCCB Call to Prayer network 

will share prayers and educational resources 

and an invitation to fast on Fridays for this in-

tention. 

May Our Lady of Guadalupe intercede for the 

healing of our nation and our people from dec-

ades of abortion on demand.
