Dear Parishioners, 
 
Happy 4th of July or Independence Day 
weekend! We thank God for all of the bless-
ings showered upon our country! Unfortu-
nately, many of those blessings are simply ig-
nored or wasted in our current day. 
 
Too many people these days think that 
“independence” simply means you can do 
whatever you want whenever you wish. How 
can that be? One is never “free” to violate the 
Natural Law, the laws of God. One is never 
“free” to violate the rights and privileges of 
others just so one can do his or her “own 
thing.” Real independence means the freedom 
to always do the right thing, the moral thing 
and the thing that seems the Will of God. 
 
Last week’s news illustrates this point. This 
news item also illustrates what idiots we have 
running some of our government entities. 
 
Most everyone knows the alarming rates of 
premarital sex, teen pregnancies, out-of-
wedlock births, divorce and sexually transmit-
ted diseases. Along with these messes go very 
real physical and emotional problems young 
people suffer because of sexual promiscuity. 
 
Anyone with any sense knows there is only 
one sure-fire, foolproof, tried and true 100% 
effective method to prevent these things from 

happening: abstinence. And, I am happy to say, 
our Federal Government has budgeted $50 mil-
lion to help fund programs that teach and pro-
mote abstinence among young people. 
 
I am also happy to report that one of these na-
tionally known programs was developed and is 
now promoted under the auspices of the Arch-
diocese of Indianapolis. There are actually two 
programs. One is blatantly Christian and is 
used in Catholic schools and other faith-based 
schools. The other program is based on the 
same solid values but is used in government 
schools where the mention of God (let alone 
Jesus Christ) is prohibited. 
 
Last week the Associated Press reported that a 
number of states are shoving aside millions of 
dollars for abstinence education. It’s theirs for 
the taking, but they don’t want it. Barely half 
the states (including Indiana, thanks be to God 
and Mitch, I guess) are still “in.” 
 
For example, Georgia (certainly not a 
“Catholic state”) is still “in.” In that state, 
about 250,000 students have participated in 
abstinence education since the Year 2000. The 
Georgia governor’s office for children and 
families reports that the program has led to an 
almost 50% drop in pregnancy rates for Geor-
gia youths ages 15 to 17 since the mid-90s. 
 
The Democratic governor of Iowa decided to

leave their money on the table and discontinue 
abstinence programs because of the curricu-
lum. This congressionally mandated curricu-
lum teaches “the social, psychological and 
health gains of abstaining from sexual activ-
ity.” Instructors must teach that sexual activity 
outside of marriage is likely to have harmful 
psychological and physical effects. (In other 
words, instructors must tell the kids the truth.) 
 
One of the idiots advising Iowa’s governor on 
such matters simply said the program “is too 
strict.” She said, “We believe local providers 
have the knowledge to teach what’s going to 
be best in these situations…” What does she 
mean by “local providers”? Perhaps she means 
Planned Parenthood — the largest provider of 
murders for unborn children in the United 
States. 
 
You get the picture. Pray for our country! Pray 
for our young people! 
 
Our Church restoration begins tomorrow 
(Monday). This is our final weekend in the 
church. We will have Mass downstairs in Pri-
ori Hall (the original church for 16 years) for 
several months. We have plans in place on how 
we will conduct Mass there. Thanks to our 
Santo Rosario Council Knights of Columbus 
things will be moved downstairs after the noon 
Mass today (Sunday). 
 
The major things we are doing are:  
 

• Uncovering 19 stained-glass windows in 
the apse and above the side altars. These 
were covered over — for some reason — in 
1942.  
 
• We will refinish the pews and replace the 

carpet under them with another material 
more like the terrazzo floors.   
 
• The platform in the sanctuary and the high 
altar will be reshaped to become more 
rounded and reflect the original Roman-
esque design. 
 
• The lighting in the nave of the church will 
be enhanced.  
 
• The original small lamps under each of the 
14 Stations of the Cross will be returned.   
 
• Painting and cleaning will also be done. 

 
All of this is in preparation for our centennial 
celebration in May 2009. I went to the centen-
nial celebration of my home parish, Holy 
Name in Beech Grove, last weekend. It was 
great. Lots of good memories there not to men-
tion graces received. 
 
If you did not make a pledge to the recent Leg-

acy for Our Mission capital campaign to fi-
nance the restoration project, I will contact you 
this summer. There are a few other things we 
would like to do but cannot yet afford: New 
motors and automatic clock system for our 
swinging bells is the major one. That’s about 
$40,000. Would anyone like to help?
