D id you know that there are five abor-
tion facilities, or modern-day Cal-

varies, operating within the boundaries of 
the Archdiocese of Indianapolis? Did you 
know that the archdiocesan Office for Pro-
Life Ministry encourages every parish in the 
archdiocese to pray for a specific facility? 
Did you know that the archdiocesan Help-
ers of God’s Precious Infants assemble each 
month at an abortion facility in Indianapolis 
or at a Planned Parenthood facility in Terre 
Haute? 

In Indianapolis, the Helpers of God’s Pre-
cious Infants Pro-Life Mass is offered at 
8:30 a.m. on the third Saturday of every 
month at St. Michael the Archangel Church 
in Indianapolis. The Blessed Sacrament is 
exposed for adoration following the Mass. 
While some people remain to pray before 
the Blessed Sacrament, the rest of the Help-
ers drive to the nearby abortion facility to 
recite the rosary and the traditional Helpers 
prayers. Then they return to the Church for 
the Chaplet of Divine Mercy and Benedic-

tion following their prayerful presence at 
the abortion site. The Holy Sacrifice of the 
Mass and subsequent adoration of the 
Blessed Sacrament by the Helpers supports 
and strengthens the prayerful and interces-
sory presence maintained at the abortion 
facility. 

What occurs behind the closed doors of 
abortion facilities offends God gravely be-
cause innocent human life is destroyed. But 
the destruction of human life goes beyond 
the physical bodies of the unborn children. 
Women and men who seek abortion in an 
attempt to stabilize their lives and relation-
ships discover the revolting truth that abor-
tion contributes to the disintegration of their 
lives. Post-abortive women and men even-
tually realize that at the root of many of 
their emotional, psychological and spiritual 
problems is a child — the child they 
aborted. Unless these individuals enter into 
spiritual conversion, repentance and heal-
ing, the disintegration and erosion within 
their souls intensifies through the years. 

Women and men who are grieving from 
past abortions are encouraged to participate 
in the archdiocesan Rachel’s Vineyard Re-

treats offered twice each year. For in-
formation about these healing retreats, 
log on to http://www.archindy.org/
prolife/ministries/rachel.html. 
It is important to realize that abortion 
requires more than a legal or constitu-
tional fix. Abortion is primarily a spiri-
tual problem that must be addressed. 
Public demonstrations, education on 
human life issues, and political initia-
tives that support and promote the dig-
nity of human life are necessary, but

Today (Sunday) is “Divine Mercy Sunday.”  
A Polish Nun, Saint Faustina, inspired the Di-
vine Mercy devotion. Divine Mercy Sunday 
henceforth is to be celebrated by the Universal 

Church on the Sunday 
following Easter, which 
is also known as “Low 
Sunday.” The particular 
theme of the “Divine 
Mercy” devotion is 
God’s endless goodness 
and mercy. 
 
The major observance of 

Divine Mercy will be at 3 o’clock this 
(Sunday) afternoon at Saint Michael Church, 
30th Street and Tibbs Avenue. This is where 
this devotion first began to be observed locally 
a number of years ago.

A number of our Holy Rosary 
children will receive their First Holy Commun-
ion on April 25 at either the 9:30 a.m. or noon 
Mass.
